Community Warden Scheme Launches

At the South Ward
Neighbourhood Management
team, we understand how
important it is for local
residents to live in an area
where the streets are clean,
the buildings are graffiti free
and the parks are green and
family-friendly. That's why
we've been working with
North Somerset Housing
and Streets and Open Spaces
to develop a new way of
managing street care services
on the four estates.

Earlier this year, a new
Community Warden Scheme was
launched in South Ward.The team,
comprising two community
wardens and two street cleaners,
will be on patrol every day and, as
our photo shows, it'll be hard to
miss them in their brightly
coloured jackets. They will patrol
each of the four estates at least
twice a week, making sure that the
streets are clean and tidy and
keeping an eye on identified
problem areas.

As well as additional street
sweeping and litter picking, removal
of fly-posting and graffiti, the team
will also act as a link with other
